You may recall that we took part in Unity Schools Partnership ‘Keep Safe’ week in 2023. This was a huge
success and given the importance of the topic, we have decided to make this an annual event. The focus
of the week is to centre some of our feaching and learning around young people knowing how to keep
themselves safe.

The theme of the work this yearis ‘No Means No.’ This allows us to explore a range of topics from stranger
danger, to friendships, bullying, healthy relationships and consent.

Resources and activities have been chosen to support age appropriate learning. For example, we have
organised Suffolk Police to come into school and talk to the children about online safety and safety within
the community.
